Did You Know...

e Large trucks and buses across the country
were involved in nearly 5,000 fatal crashes
in 2020 (FMCSA).

e Commercial Motor Vehicle (CMV) Drivers
who text while driving are 23.2 times more
likely to be involved in a crash or near
crash (FMCSA).

e While CMV drivers comprised only 5% of
vehicles on the road in 2020, large trucks
were involved in 26% of fatal work zone
crashes (FMCSA).
